	Role Purpose

	The HR Officer will support the mission and objectives of Thames Reach by supporting the Head of HR to deliver a high quality and effective Human Resources service in a rapidly changing and complex operating environment.  The HR Officer is responsible for advising and supporting managers in their delivery of day-to-day staff management and providing a full HR service to meet the needs of the organisation.   
They will contribute to Thames Reach achieving the highest standards and effectiveness in service delivery to rough sleepers and other vulnerable people needing support. They will also:
· Contribute to and implement the team’s aims and objectives, work plans, operational policies and procedures in such a way that they contribute to the mission of Thames Reach and deliver on business plan objectives;
· Co-ordinate activities within the team effectively and maintain Thames Reach standards in relation to service provision;
· Contribute to the continual improvement of service effectiveness, ensuring that internal and external customers and other stakeholders receive a high quality outcome-focused service;
· Contribute to ensuring that the organisation’s people procedures and processes are aligned with Thames Reach’s ethos and values, streamlined and comply with best practice and legal requirement.



	Responsibilities and Accountabilities

	
	1. Responsible for advising and supporting staff and managers in HR matters which includes, recruitment, employment checks, contract of employment and variations of contract, and related HR policies and procedures.

2. Ensure that effective HR procedures and systems, such as, for the accurate and timely payment of salary to staff are in place, understood and adhered to by managers.
3. Responsible for the promotion of best practice and compliance with employment legislations.

4. Responsible for the provision of timely and accurate information, reports and analysis to the Head of HR, as they may find necessary for the proper management of Thames Reach services.

5. Responsible for contributing to the regular review of the effectiveness of systems, processes and practices as it affects service delivery and for involving customers and other stakeholders in this process.
6. Responsible for maintaining good working relationships with managers at all level and other central services teams, i.e., Payroll, Learning and Development; other Thames Reach teams as appropriate and external contacts including recruitment advertising agencies and the DBS checking service provider.

7. Responsible for representing Thames Reach at other external meetings as required. 
8. Responsible for achieving, monitoring and contributing to the review of the HR workplan, performance indicators and standards for the team.
9. Responsible for work supervision, professional development and line management of nominated staff, trainees, students and volunteers, including appropriate action to address problematic standards of performance or conduct in accordance with Thames Reach’s procedures. 
10. Responsible for maximising the contribution of all workers (paid and unpaid) within the team to the overall effectiveness of Thames Reach.
11. Work on a range of HR initiatives and assist the Head of HR on ad-hoc projects.
The employee may on occasion, and in necessary circumstances, be called upon to undertake work in other locations other than their usual base of work, in order to ensure effective delivery of the HR service.
